Zambian Children’s Fund of Canada is a non-profit organization focused on providing the
necessities of life (specifically, but not limited to care, shelter, nutrition, medical attention,
and education) for the orphaned children of Zambia, Africa. Our key mission is to nourish the
lives of these bright children through the early provision of a formal education and the
teaching of independence and self reliance, empowering them with the strength and
determination to fight, survive, and reach their full potential in order to become productive
citizens.

/CFGJOURNEY (The History of ZCFC)

It all began when two energetic, passionate and socially conscious individuals got together
and decided that they wanted to do something for their homeland, their people and their
pride that is Africa. They came across an article in the Oprah magazine about the HIV/AIDS
orphan crisis in Zambia and it truly impacted them. They began to ask a lot of questions about
Zambia and the social conditions that were plaguing peoples lives. Through these questions,
slowly the complex realities of Zambia unfolded which enabled them to contextualize the
situation, but under this were the stories, tales of the Zambian people and stories of those
creating change in Zambia that were contributing to making a difference. Those stories
compelled the two to act and invest their energies into increasing the human capital of
Zambia’s future generation.

At this time The Zambian Children’s Fund Canada (ZCFC) was born and the vision to provide
Zambian HIV/AIDS orphans with an opportunity to a sustainable future slowly became a
reality. Although many children lost their parents to the aids epidemic the hope behind ZCFC
was to see these children LIVE ON by providing them the necessities of life which include;
care, shelter, food, education and medical education. ZCFC was established and soon a
dynamic group of young volunteers translated their words and ideas into action. ZCFC
partnered with Kathe Padilla and the Chishawasha Children’s Home of Zambia. The
organization has gained momentum, and over the years ZCFC have grown in many ways,
working to “build a promising future for the orphaned children of Zambia.”



WESUPPORT

The Chishawasha Orphanage

The Chishawasha Orphanage provides shelter with a nurturing family setting for Zambian orphans aged 18 months to 16 years. This
began in a rented house in Lusaka, in 2001; by 2004, weh ad constructed our first orphanage on our own 15-acre site located in the
Kabangwe District, just outside the city. By early 2006, two 5-bedroom houses were built with three additional 3-bedroom houses
scheduled for construction. Each house is fully functional with running water and electricity. As of May 2006 there were thirty-three
children living in the two large houses, along with four (hired) Mothers and one Mother who helps with extra work as needed.

The Chishawasha Learning Centre

The Learning Centre educates children living in the orphanage as well as orphaned children in the surrounding communities. The
goal of the Chishawasha Learning Centre is to provide quality education so that our students can qualify for any university in the
world. The classes were first taught in a grass hut and now, in our growing classrooms. In 2006, there were four classes totaling 65 -
70 children. Today, we have over 300 children attending our school from the surrounding community. There is a regular
Kindergarten for children aged 5 - 9, and a First Grade for ages 6 - 11. There is also a Beginning Accelerated Class for students aged
11 and above who have never had the opportunity to attend school before, and an Advanced Accelerated class for children who
have had up to two or three years of previous schooling.
